, 2010 Roanoke Star player Will Hare will be getting onto a plane to head 

to Borlange, Sweden.  He will be joining Swedish Professional Club IK Brage’s U19 Youth 

Team.  “I am looking forward to play every day and to take my game to the next level”, says 

Will.  Will joins IK Brage which was formed in 1925 and has played many seasons in the highest 

Swedish league, Allsvenskan.  Many top players from around the world have played in Sweden’s 

premier league.  

Will started playing soccer when he was a young kid.  He joined Roanoke Star when he was 12 

years old.   “I came to Roanoke Star for quality coaching, training, and playing with/against high 

level competition”.  Receiving the best coaching and training in southern Virginia was not the 

only thing Will did to improve his game.  He worked on his fitness, especially his endurance, and 

always had a ball at his feet.

Will broke out and scored two goals for the come from behind 

victory and the chance to play in the semifinal.  “This was one of my greatest moments being 

able to lead the comeback and help advance the team to the next round”, he explained.
